Beaver Dam Community Hospital surgeons Dr. Michael
McGauley and Dr. Paul Palmer are now offering patients
suffering from Barrett’s esophagus state-of-the-art
Radiofrequency Ablation Therapy.

Barrett’s esophagus is a pre-cancerous condition affecting
the lining of the esophagus. It develops as a result of
chronic gastroesophageal reflux disease and afflicts more
than 3.3 million people in the United States alone. The
ablation therapy is a leading edge treatment option,
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with studies

Dr. Michael McGauley — Dr. Paul Palmer
The highly controlled ablation catheter technology,
performed in conjunction with an upper endoscopy, heats
tissue precisely in order to destroy only the diseased tissue
without damaging the underlying structures of the throat.

and lasts about 15 minutes.

New in 2012, Stereotactic Breast Biopsy
Stereotactic breast biopsy technology allows the

subspecialized breast care radiologists at BDCH to biopsy
cancerous lesions when they are very small, minimizing
scarring and often eliminating the need for surgery when
the biopsy results are benign.

Patients no longer have to travel for this advanced
procedure. The minimally invasive outpatient biopsy takes
less than an hour. Recovery time is minimal with patients
generally returning to normal activity the next day.
